Entry Fees for Novices is free, al-
though there is a $15 charge per competitor for the 
evening BBQ dinner.   
 
Racing starts at 2pm on Saturday and then again on 
Sunday at 10.30 
 
For Group 1 and Group 2 participation will be in the 
Novice Championship, which will be on a short 
course just off the breakwater. Your regular coaches 
(Paul, Michael, and Robert) will be running the Nov-
ice Championships, and will provide coaching to 
help get you all around the course and have fun. 
 
For Group 3 and Racaing participants, discuss with 
your coaches or with Paul at the Registration Desk 
whether participation in the Senior or Novice event is 
most appropriate for

There will be sign On/Off sheets , the location of these will be identified at the briefing. For safety reasons it is essential all 
competitors sign both ON and Off.  
   
Canteen will be open both Saturday and Sunday for lunch, drinks and snacks. BBQ will be held on Saturday night. Cost is 
included for competitors and $15 for others. The bar will be open. Volunteers wishing to assist in the Canteen should con-
tact Roz Fisher on 0402 107 300.
